The Minister for Local Government , Flr . James Tully , T. D., joined 

the rleeting for a worlcing lunch. 

(2) There was a full discussion on matters of rlutual concern 

in the field of security ~ The talks will be followed by further 

discussions between officials of the Irish and United Kingdom ~ ~ 

Governments on specific aspects of problems deriving from 

politically motivated violence on the border and elsewhere . 

Particular attention was paid to improvement of cOIDQunications 

between the Garda Sioch~a and the Royal Ulster Constabulary. 

(3 ) The talks also dealt with the arrangements to be made for the 

introduction in Dail Eireann and the United Kingdom Parliament of 

legislation to implement the recommendations of the Conmon Law 

Enforcement Commission Report. 
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(4) After the meeting Mr. Cooney and Mr. Rees emphasised the 
considerable value of the talks and underlined the need for 
close co-operation.
