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1. SECURITY REVIIDI 

(1) The QQQ and the Chief Constable summarised the incidents , arrests and 

finds over the preceding five days. Among the deaths reported were 

those of:-

(a) an Army NCO who had been examining a part of a rocket launcher; 

(Q) a high-ranking Officer in the UDA; 

(c) a Roman Catholic worlanan murdered on a bus. 

(2) The exchange of prisoners between Belfast and the Maze Prison had been 

carried through without incident. 

(3) The joint RUC/Hilitary Police Task Force was buildinG up in strength 

and acquiring useful information. 

(4) The interrogation of Father Desmond Uilson had been justifiable but was, 

in the circumstances, regrettable . 

(5) Arising out of a discussion on interrogation procedures Hinis try of Home 

lufairs was to investigate the Army's responsibility for finger­

printing. 

2. DETENTION OF YOUNG O:E'FENDERS 

The Secret ary of State spoke of the concern expressed by Lord Diplock about 

the frequency of escape of young offenders from approved tra ining schools . 

lir Harris said that the problem, which vlaS under examination, was ono of 

balanCing security against educat ion. Lord Hindleshap.! thought however tha t 

in present circums t ances the educationa l aspect might be subordina t ed, at 

l east insofar as the convention that education could only be given by p.!embers 

of a certain religious order.
