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OCCUPATION OF EXCHANGE AT PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS

State's displeasure at this behaviour.

consider sending at once to the Speaker.

I wish you to know at once that I regard such behaviour by members of the 

Assembly as wholly unacceptable. 
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
